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	Content and Ideas
	Writing is on topic and interesting.
	Writing in on topic and shows development of the topic w/ some details/examples.
	Writing is generally on topic.
	Writing may show little or no development of topic.

	Organization
	The writing flows from beginning to middle to end.  
	The topic is developed through an attempt at a beginning, middle, and end.
	There is an attempt at sequence of thought.
	There is an attempt to get words and/or sentences on paper.

	Words, Voice, Style
	The writing creates emotion in the reader through effective word choice and varied sentence structure.
	The writing holds the reader’s

attention w/ attempts at using descriptive words and varied sentence structure.
	Sentences may be simple or incomplete with limited vocabulary.
	Written vocabulary is limited.

	Editing, Conventions, Mechanics
	It also demonstrates knowledge of sound-letter correspondence and spelling rules; errors don’t interfere with understanding.
	There may be surface errors but they don’t interfere with understanding.  The writing shows attention to conventional spelling, capitalization, and punctuation.  
	Surface feature errors make understanding difficult. The writing relies heavily on phonetic spelling.
	Writing shows little or no writing conventions.  Surface feature errors make understanding difficult.
