Ideas for Using the Fry Word Speed Drills:
Note: I find it easier to have children read the speed drills from left to right, rather than from top to bottom.
· Test children individually to see how many words they can read (on one speed drill sheet) correctly in one minute.  They can begin the words again if they have time within the minute.  I have had some students in the past go through the speed drill sheet three times in a minute.    I would test the students weekly.  They are not competing against anyone else, but themselves.  They are trying to say more words every week.  Once they can get through the speed drill sheet twice in one minute, I move them to the next speed drill sheet.  If they finish all speed drill sheets, you can make a speed drill sheet using Fry word phrases.    

· Give every student a copy and ask them to stand.  Every student reads a word when it is his/her turn.  When a student hesitates on a word or does not know it, he/she sits down.  The last student standing is the winner.  This works like a spelling bee.  I have also done it using only girls and then only boys.  The winner of each gender plays against each other for the final round.
