Instructions for Sight Word Assessments
Jefferson County Schools

Grades K-3

1. Make a copy of the assessment to use for recording purposes and a copy for students to utilize.

2. Use a bookmark or t-frame so that individual words can be highlighted for students.

3. Automatic recognition is important.  Tell the student to read the list of words as quickly as he or she can.

4. Highlight the words that the student says correctly on the assessment recording sheet for that particular student. 

5. After approximately 10 to 15 seconds during which a student pauses on a word, ask the student to move on to the next word. 

6. In most cases, it is best to administer the entire assessment as there may be words a student recognizes farther down on the list.

7. Use your professional judgment for special needs students and other struggling students.  To keep frustration to a minimum, you may ask a student to look through the word lists for any words he or she knows.

8. Remember to make students comfortable with the testing situation.  Be encouraging to all students!
